WORKING TOGETHER

Depending on the conservation method, land

protection can offer various benefits, including

partial relief from property taxes on protected

land, capital gains tax relief for qualifying land

donations and partial sales, exemptions from

land holding limits, and perpetual protection

from development and resource exploitation.

PRIORITIES

This region is characterized by
various forested and wetland
ecosystems such as Eastern
White Cedar swamps. These
areas are sensitive to
disturbance and contain
important habitat for:

BIODIVERSITY & ECOSYSTEM
HEALTH

Canada Warbler, a federally at
risk, migratory songbird as
well as other species like Black
Ash, a provincially rare tree
that is typically found in wet
conditions. Habitat loss is one
of the largest threats to these
species.

SPECIES-AT-RISK 

Protecting land around
existing natural areas such as
the Milburn Woodlands Natural
Area and the Mount Royal
Natural Area will support
habitat for all forms of wildlife,
thus, improving:
